A.Y.S.A. PURPOSE
The Anna Youth Sports Association hereafter called A.Y.S.A. is set up to
provide fundamental sports for school aged children ages 5 to 18 years.

A.Y.S.A. GOAL
The association’s goal is to provide a basic knowledge of all sports to the
players. The A.Y.S.A. hopes to instill teamwork and good sportsmanship
into every player.

A.Y.S.A. RESPONSIBILITY
A.Y.S.A. is responsible for providing coaches, a playing field or structure,
equipment, uniforms and any other items necessary to play sports. Insurance will be provided to each player.

A.Y.S.A. FINANCES
 A.Y.S.A. will make every attempt deemed necessary so that all children are given the opportunity to participate in sports. All money collected will go into the association fund to provide whatever necessary to play sports. No coaches, commissioners, or officers of the A.Y.S.A. will receive any payment for their services.

1. Participation Fees: registration fees for all sports will be $ 80.00 with an “opt out” option fee of $20.00 for non volunteer participants. Those parents with two or more participants will pay a fee of $70.00 after the first registration. There may be deposit requirements on some sports due to equipment needs. The deposits will be returned once the equipment is returned to AYSA.

2. Scholarships for registration will be considered on a case by case    
     basis and will be required to follow the same guidelines as exempt   
    free lunches through the Anna Independent School District. A current    
    copy of this exemption must be provided.


COMMISSIONER RESPONSIBILITES
The commissioners for their respective sport shall have the authority to make decisions on what league of play is best suited for the youth of AYSA as long as those decisions do not alter the day to day operations of AYSA and further more have a negative impact on AYSA’s legal and/or financial status. All new sports through AYSA will be voted on by the AYSA board for approval. 

1. Commissioners will be required to turn in a yearly budget to be approved and placed on file with the secretary.

2. Commissioners will be required to collect three (3) separate bids for uniforms, equipment and/or any other financial purchases for their respective sport. These bids should be included with their sports budget report.

3. [bookmark: _GoBack]Commissioners/coaches will adhere to a criminal background check with an agency authorized by the AYSA board. The fees of these background checks will be the commissioners/coaches responsibility.  Any persons no matter what position held with the association that fails to complete said background check or does not meet the guidelines of the check is subject to immediate removal from their position.  ( See Coaches Responsibilities for background compliance information )

COACHES RESPONSIBILITES
Coaches for all sports will be on a voluntary basis, with each coach being designated to their team by the commissioner of that sport. Coaches shall be required to pass a criminal background check in order to participate in coaching duties. The non-compliance in the background process and or the resulting convictions of any and all of the following criminal offenses will deem the applicant unable to volunteer as an AYSA coach or board member:

1.  Felony Conviction
2. Subject to Class “ B “ and above Misdemeanor convictions
3. Narcotics related convictions
4. Assault Family Violence convictions
5. Any and all crimes against children convictions

 The fees of these background checks will be the coaches responsibility. Coaches will adhere to all of their sports league rules and in no way represent A.Y.S.A in a negative manner. Any violation within the sports league rules or negative representation of A.Y.S.A will be brought before the Board of Directors for review for actions to be taken as viewed fit by the board. 

PARENTS RESPONSIBILITIES
The A.Y.S.A. parents must be willing to bring their children to practices and
games. In order for the A.Y.S.A. to survive, parents need to be willing to
volunteer to be coaches, umpires, and help in A.Y.S.A. fund raisers and
participate in all A.Y.S.A. activities.
